Annotation

The problem of raising the cultural level of young people by means of a
foreign language is of particular importance at present, knowledge of a foreign
language gives access to the culture of other peoples and contributes to the
upbringing, education and comprehensive development of the student's personality,
his culture. In this regard, the formation of a value attitude to culture becomes an
urgent problem. The formation of the value attitude of schoolchildren to a foreign
language culture is a purposeful process of socialization of schoolchildren, which
is based on the interaction of teachers and students, in which the social significance
of a foreign language culture acquires a personal meaning for the student, is
regarded as something significant for the life of society and for himself.

The selected material helps to develop the ability of students to improve the
language. Language tools are adapted to the linguistic competence of students, they
are given the opportunity to independently assess their knowledge, analyze their
abilities and show their creativity in preparing homework.

Linguistic and cultural events of this kind contribute to the improvement of
the language competence of students, as well as to a large extent increase the
motivation to learn a foreign language in the classroom and on their own.

Objectives of the work: to create conditions for:
- improvement of hearing-pronunciation and rhythmic-intonation skills;
- improving the acquired skills and abilities of oral and written speech;

- formation of skills for independent analysis and evaluation of the information
offered;

- development of educational and organizational skills of work in different modes;

- development of educational and intellectual skills, for example, systematization
of the studied material.

- fostering a culture of communication, for example, the ability to listen carefully
to the interlocutor.

Student 1: Good afternoon, dear participants and spectators.
Student 2: Hello everyone and welcome to the «Abay poems» contest.

Student 1: Today we will hear the most famous and beautiful poems of Abay
Kunanbaev and you will decide who will be the winner.

(slide show)
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Student 2: Abay Kunanbaev - Kazakh poet, musician, public educator, thinker,
public figure, the founder of Kazakh written literature and its first classic, a
cultural reformer in the spirit of rapprochement with European culture based on the
culture of enlightened Islam.

Student 1: In fact, the outstanding Kazakh poet's name was Ibrahim, which was
the name he received at birth. "Abay" was called by his own grandmother Zere,
who did not look for the soul in her grandson. She raised him from an early age,
closely followed his development and the first manifestations of character. She
gave him this nickname, which in translation into Russian sounds like "cautious."
The old woman could not even imagine that under this name he would go down
not only in the history of his country, but also become famous throughout the
world.

Student 2: When Abai was still a thirteen-year-old boy, his father tried to
accustom him to the duties that the head of the family performs. Abay continued
this activity for 15 years, but by the age of 28 he moved away from it in order to
devote his biography to self-education and poetry. However, his first adult poetry
appeared only closer to the age of 40. Many enlightened people appeared among
Abai's acquaintances, he willingly communicated with N. Dolgopolov, Gross, E.
Michaelis.

Student 1: According to experts, the main legacy of the Kazakh poet was "Words
of Edification", in the original sound - "Kara Soz". They are included in the
mandatory curriculum of schools and universities in Kazakhstan. These are
forty-five small parables, captured in verse.

Student 2: The first collection, called "Poems of the Kazakh poet Ibragim
Kunanbayev" appeared in 1909. In 1922 it was republished again - immediately in
Kazan, then in Tashkent. Then other works of the author, which are produced to
this day, saw the light. In 1940, the book "Lyrics and Poems" was published, five
years later "Favorites". Books were published in two languages - Kazakh and
Russian.
